ABOUT HAMPTON RANGERS JFC

Hampton Rangers JFC was established in 1969 by PC rice and Denis Chaplin. Over the last 50 years their legacy has lived on through the youth football we provide at Hampton Rangers. We have continued with the ethos that they set - " Football for all, regardless of ability" which means just that, we pride ourselves on not offering trails and allowing any child that wants to play to do so. This can be just for joining in with training sessions or playing in organised competitive and developmental matches.

We are a 3-star England Accredited club, an award we have held since 2018. Our Accredited club status means we have expectations set upon us by the FA which we must achieve each year to retain the award such as high levels of safeguarding, correct policies and procedures in place and competent coaches as well as maintaining a high level of discipline.  We currently have 15 teams aged between under 7s- under 18s.
We pride ourselves on our club ethos “Football for all, regardless of ability “We believe any child that wants to play should have the opportunity to do so, therefore we do not run trials for places on our teams. We are a club with a great community and family feel. 
We also run very popular drop-in Saturday morning sessions for 4-8, 9–12-year-olds as well as our female only Wildcats sessions. We recently launched 2 Walking football sessions a week and are currently setting up Dementia friendly sessions for the community. We also work alongside a local school delivering SEND sessions at our training ground.

FEES FOR 2024-2025

Hampton Rangers JFC are a non-profit club. All funds raised and fees are used to ensure that every child playing for us has the same opportunities and privileges as each other. This includes having a safe environment to play and train in.
As a club with an ethos of “ FOOTBALL FOR ALL” we do not want finances to be a factor in if a child gets to play or not, therefore we have a discretionary payment fund for those who need assistance with paying any of the fees, Please contact secretary@hamptonrangers.co.uk to discuss in confidence
FEES
Fees for this season are as follows
Registration fee- £75. The registration fee is payable before we register your child. This fee includes your child’s kit for to cover 2 seasons affiliation into the club, registration with the league and county FA, league fees, venue insurance It also covers your child’s insurance.

Season fee- The season fee for the 2024-2025 season is £200. We have several options available to pay the season fee
1- Payment in full. If you wish to pay your child’s season fee in full, then you can do so. Payment needs to be received by the last Sunday in August 
2-  2 payments of £100. You can make 2 instalments for your child’s season fees of £100. Payment 1 would be due by the last Sunday in August and payment 2 due the first Sunday in January
3- 8 monthly instalments of £25. If you would like to choose this option, then your monthly payment would be due the last Sunday of each month starting from August until April 

Season fees cover the cost of ground maintenance and hire at our home ground, referees, match day equipment and more.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION
IMPORTANT INFORMATION-
When you register with us you and your child are also agreeing to follow our clubs code of conduct which you can find under the policies tab on our club website and linked above. We do ask you to read the supporters one and read the players one with your child so you can see what is expected and what we deem as unacceptable at the club. Failure to comply with the club’s code of conduct can lead to disciplinary action taken against you which could include – A ban from attending matches/training, meeting with the club executive committee or a permanent ban from the club and club related activities.
Child Welfare-
The welfare of the child is paramount. We want to ensure they are developing in a safe and happy environment whilst with us.  We ensure all our volunteers hold a valid CRC certificate, all our managers and coaches also have a valid safeguarding children and first aid certificate. Mangers also hold a minimum of a level 1 coaching qualification (or equivalent)

OTHER SESSIONS
At Hampton Rangers JFC it really is Football for All! We have sessions for children aged 2 up to adults aged 80! 
Saturday morning open sessions.
2–3-year-olds. We provide the space and the equipment you bring your child! These sessions run every Saturday from 9am-12pm and are free. These sessions are parent led and children require parent/carer supervision at all times
4–8-year-olds- Our open session for boys and girls aged 4-8 is a great way to introduce your child to the game. Sessions run all year round on a Saturday morning 9:15-10:15 and are £5 per person Please note parents are required to stay on site for the duration of the session
9–13-year-olds- This session is a great way to get a little extra training and enjoy friendly competitions and mini tournaments. Sessions run every Saturday 10:30-11:30 and are £5 per person
13–16-year-olds- NEW FOR 2024- From September 2024 we will be adding a 13–16-year-old open session on a THURSDAY evening 7-8pm. Sessions are £5 per person
Vets football – Something for the older 40s. Vets football is a great way to continue participating in the game (There is also a great social aspect after the game) Matches are played on a Saturday afternoon 
Walking football- For men and women aged 50+, it’s a fantastic way to promote mental and physical health whilst playing the sport at a lower pace. Sessions take place on a Friday at 3pm and Sunday at 10:30am. £3 per session.
Sessions take place at our 3G training ground- Oldfield Road, Hampton TW12-2HT
